Football League Rules
The Pitch

· The recommended size for pitches is 50-60 x 30-40 yards.

· A size 4 football should be used.

Teams

· Each team should consist of 7 players, including a goalkeeper.
· Football League - Schools can introduce girls into the squad and play in any matches they wish to.

· Girls Football League – Girls ONLY  to play in the Girls football league
· Squads may include a maximum of 14 players.

· Only children from Years 5 and 6 are permitted to play, to comply with The FA ‘two year age band’ regulations.

Match

· The laws of Mini Soccer should be followed.

· Matches should be 7 a-side.

· Matches should be played for 2 x 20 minute halves.
· There should be a 5 minute break between halves.
· No offside rule shall be played.
· Unlimited rolling substitutions are permitted. Substitutions can be made during any break in play at the permission of the referee.
· All players must wear shin pads and remove all jewellery.
Match Results

· The team who score the highest number of goals will win the match. 

· If both teams score the same number of goals the match is drawn.

· Teams will score 3 league points for a win, 1 for a draw and 0 for a loss.

League Results
· The team with the highest number of points following completion of all matches will win the league.

· If there is a tie, the winning team will be decided on goal difference (goals scored against goals conceded).

· If there is still a tie, the winning team will be decided by the highest goals scored. If a tie still remains the result between the two teams will be taken into consideration.
· All matches must be completed by the deadline set.
· If a match is not completed both teams will receive 0 points for the match. 
· However if one team has tried to play the match but the other has had to withdraw, a ‘win’ can be awarded to one of the teams as long as both teams are in agreement.
