Year 4 Tennis Rules
Team Requirements:

· Each team must include 4 participants, consisting of 2 boys and 2 girls.

· Participants should be ranked Girls 1 and 2 and Boys 1 and 2, with rank 1 being the most talented player. Participants will only play against other participants of the same ranking.
· Participants should wear stickers to indicate which ranking they are.
The Match:

· Mini Tennis Red Rules will be followed.

· Participants will play singles matches against the corresponding ranked player in the opposing team.

· A match will consist of four games; 
· Boys 1 v Boys 1

· Boys 2 v Boys 2
· Girls 1 v Girls 1
· Girls 2 v Girls 2.

· Each game will either be played to a 5-minute time period and the score taken at the final whistle or will be played to one set, using Match Tie Break Scoring (first to 10 points), time depending. The length of match is subject to change.
· The ‘point a rally’ scoring system will be used.
Court Dimensions:

· A Mini Tennis Red Court will be used, which is a similar size to a badminton court (11m x 5.5m).

· The net will be 80cm high.
Serving:

· The service is decided by a toss of a coin at the start of the match.

· The nominated person serves for the first point from the right side of the court, it then alternates every 2 points; first from the left court, and then from the right court.

· When serving the player should stand behind the singles tramline.

· When serving the ball must not be bounced before being hit.

· The service can be hit over or underarm.

· Service boxes will be used and during the serve participants must serve the ball diagonally to land in the corresponding service box.

Hertfordshire County Final:

· The team finishing in 1st place at the Three Rivers and Watford SSP Tournament will go forward to represent the Partnership at the County Finals on 8th July
